	Verbal
	Create a list of artists from different time periods (i.e. Impressionism, Renaissance, etc.).
	Summarize the elements of Impressionism in one paragraph.
	Create a glossary of Impressionistic descriptors and terms.
	Investigate why Impressionist techniques were considered radical or avant-garde?

	Write a letter to Claude Monet.
	Host a classroom art show. Exhibit student work with exhibit labels written by students.
Write a critique of a piece of art for the school newspaper.

	Logical/ Mathematical
	Sort works of art according to artist, medium, and style.
	Make a table and graph the results of the sorted works—draw conclusions on where different pieces fell (does an artist or painting fit more than one category?).
	Experiment with color mixing using color theory/primary colors only.
	Design a survey to find out which style of art is the most popular & poll the class. 

Graph the results.
	Design a scale model garden of Giverny. 
	Judge the scale models based on criteria. 

	Visual
	Create a timeline of Monet’s life.
	Draw your own cartoon tour of Impressionism.
Visit www.Impressionism.org  for ideas.
	Collect magazine images to create an Impressionistic collage.
	Compare and contrast elements of paintings in Realist works with Impressionist.
	Create an Impressionist painting in your favorite outdoor location.
	Assess student work based on Impressionist design elements.

	Body/

Kinesthetic
	Act out scenes painted by Monet or create scenes in settings painted by Monet (dress up & role play).
	Create a dialogue for a Monet painting and dramatize it.
	Stage a café art exhibition for the school. Students become famous painters.
	Photograph a nature scene during different times of day. How have the colors changed due to light?
	Create and perform a dance inspired by color.
	Evaluate the success of the performances. 

	Musical
	Listen to Claude Debussy’s “Afternoon of a Fawn”.
	Interpret music of Claude Debussy – how does it embrace impressionistic ideals? 
	Play clips of music. Students relate clips to the elements of Impressionism.
	Connect Impressionist paintings to contemporary musical artists. 
	Use a variety of instruments to create “sounds” of Impressionism.   

	Record the “sounds of Impressionism” performance and post it as a podcast on your school website.


	Interpersonal (group work)
	In groups, discuss what you see in a Monet painting utilizing Visual Thinking Strategies. Visit www.vue.org 
	Share your group’s findings with the class.
	With a partner, construct a diorama of a Monet painting.
	Interview a local artist. 
	Construct an Impressionist display in the classroom – each student contributes an item.
	Perform a WebQuest on the importance of Impressionism.

	Intrapersonal

(self work)
	Write a reaction to a Monet painting or your visit to Longwood Gardens.
	Describe in your own words what makes an impressionist painting.
	How would you feel if the Salon rejected your artwork? 
Write a script of this conversation.
	Make a poster or a timeline outlining cultural contributions to the Impressionist movement.
	Using Art Explorer, create a scrapbook of artwork, video clips, and lesson plans. Visit www.artic.edu/artexplorer/  
	Keep an art journal for one week to write reflections on Impressionism.

	Naturalist
	Go on a nature walk to observe light, color, and water in nature. 
	Sort Monet paintings according to season.
	Compare Monet’s waterlilies to ones found in books or at Longwood Gardens.
	Using different natural objects (stone, cotton, leaves), apply paint to a canvas.
	Draw or paint directly from nature. 
	Make a brochure or design a webpage with recommendations, based on experience, of areas to paint outdoors.
