	Verbal
	Recite a nature-based nursery rhyme or poem. The poem can be done as a call and response or repeated “chorus” with young children.
	Retell the nursery rhyme in your own words.
	Imagine a different ending – jot down ideas.
	Discuss the characters and make character sketches.
	Write a follow-up adventure for the characters in the nursery rhyme.
	Share adventure with the class.

	Logical/ Mathematical
	Read a math related story book such as Anno’s Journey by Mitsumasa Anno.

	Discuss how this book relates to math concepts.
	Use Anno’s Journey or other related stories as a springboard for generating ideas for garden related math stories. 
	Participate in peer writing conferences to generate ideas for individual stories.
	Write your own story that incorporates math and nature.
	Have an author’s celebration to share books with the group. Add your books to the classroom or school library for others to enjoy.

	Visual
	Listen to a nature story and visualize the plot unfolding.

	Sketch a memorable scene from the story you’ve read.
	Use a picture collage to depict the story without words.
	Compare and contrast two different story illustrations to decide which is more successful in telling the story.
	Draw or collage an image that represents your visit to Longwood Gardens. How does it tell your story?
	Compare visual elements of photos, collages, sketches of the same nature scene; determine which is most aesthetically pleasing to you.

	Body/

Kinesthetic
	Listen to a nature story and brainstorm ideas for depicting several scenes in mime.
	Demonstrate several ways these scenes might look when depicted in mime.
	Work in partners or small groups to refine mime for assigned segment of story.
	Rehearse in front of other groups to get input for refinements.
	Put segments together to create entire performance.
	Perform mime for younger classes. Answer student questions about performance.

	Musical
	Listen to ballads – ‘story songs’.

	Discuss how stories are told through song.
	As a group, write a nature-related song or chant.
	Analyse how stories are told through song in different cultures.
	Set a favorite nature-related poem or story to music.
	As a class, discuss how the poems and stories were interpreted through music. Did your response to the piece change? 

	Interpersonal (group work)
	Give groups short nature poems to dramatically perform with motion and sound effects they make up.
	In partners, make a poster that illustrates a poem you’ve read.
	In groups, discuss how poetry and nature are related in literature.
	Visit a local or school library and meet with local librarian to search for nature inspired poetry.
	Generate through a shared writing experience a class poem where each student contributes a line or thought.
	Host a class poetry slam.

	Intrapersonal

(self work)
	Have a daily journaling time.

	Research the history of nature journals and herbarium sheets. How were they used?
	Visit Bartram’s Garden. Discover his early journals and plant records.
	Collect flowers from your yard. Catalog them according to a system you develop.
	Extend one or more of your journal entries by writing in a different genre.
	After group share, highlight other journal entries of your own that have potential for expanding in other ways.

	Naturalist
	Take a nature walk.

	Record the sights and sounds on your walk.
	Write a sentence for each of your senses that were stimulated while walking.
	In your journal reflect upon the question, “Why do you suppose that nature is such an inspiration to authors?”
	Create a nature blog focusing on how nature has impacted your life.
	Respond to ongoing blog entries.
